I am pleased to say that Larry has accepted the Board’s request to act as our official representative to the ISO TC184/SC4 body.”
Apart from Mr. English, a number of other IAIDQ members already act as liaisons to various ISO working groups through their professional roles or in other capacities. This nomination, however, represents the first formal engagement by the IAIDQ with the International Organization for Standardization.
